Why should I involve my 
Company?
Diploma Skills for Business
The Business, Administration and Finance (BAF) Diploma is designed in close

consultation with employers.

Employers have, for some time, been dissatisfied with the level of skills and

knowledge young people have when they enter the workplace. The Diploma content

is designed by employers to meet the skills needs of the business and finance

sector.

Employers have been consulted in order to determine the skills and knowledge

needed in young people so that they are better prepared for the world of work, now

and in the future.

What are the benefits?
The BAF Diploma is being designed to better prepare young people for employment

and will

l Ensure young people understand the business and finance sector and will 

have the knowledge and skills required to work in a wide range of job roles 

l Develop the knowledge and personal skills that employers want from new 

entrants to the workplace 

l Provide employers with the calibre of young people that is required to meet

business objectives. 
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l Potentially reduce recruitment and staff turnover costs as young people 

enter the workforce with higher and more relevant essential skills and 

having made better informed choices 

l Reduce employer induction costs by enabling young people to contribute to 

the bottom line from earlier on.

How can I get involved?
The BAF Diploma will create opportunities for employers to become more involved

with local education by getting staff involved in sharing real experiences and

contributing their expertise through the support of local schools.

Diplomas are about real life context, so it’s essential that employers get involved.

There are many ways that students can benefit from what you have to offer:

l Give talks and lectures to enrich the curriculum

l Set actual business problems for students to solve in their projects

l Offer work experience placements for students or work shadowing for 

teachers

l Host visits to your business

l Support an employability or enterprise event in your local school. 

It is important that businesses remain at the heart of the diploma programme to

ensure schools and colleges stay in touch with the latest needs of business and

industry.

This is a real opportunity for employers to influence the education of young

people… you can help bring learning to life.
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Section 6 How will it all
work?
The Diploma in Business, Administration and Finance will be taught for the first

time by selected schools and colleges across Cheshire from September 2009. To

support the diploma, there are 14-19 consortia and practitioner groups covering the

Cheshire area.  These are made up of representatives from local schools that are

working together to offer the BAF Diploma to students within the region.

Typically students at foundation and higher level will spend two days a week on

diploma study either at their own school or at a local specialist school or college.

Transport will be arranged locally across Cheshire to enable students to access the

lead providers in the area.
